Welcome to second grade at Mission School! This  will
be an exciting year for all students as we work on
learning more about reading, writing, math, science,
and social studies.

School hours are from 8:50 to 3:35 every day but
Wednesday, when dismissal is at 1:05. Students
should be on campus NO EARLIER THAN
8:25, as there is no
supervision before that time.
If your child is going to eat
breakfast in the school
cafeteria, make sure to allow
enough time for that before
school begins at 8:50. If your ch ild arrives at school
after 8:50, he/she needs to go to the office for an
admit slip before going to class. If you need to pick
your child up early from school, please go to the
office first to sign out your child. They will notify us
to send him/her to the office to go home.

Students may bring snacks to eat during our morning
recess. Suggested snacks include fruit,
vegetables, cheese, yogurt, pudding.
Please do NOT send Chips, Cheetos,
candy, or cookies, as they are NOT
healthy snacks .

If your chil dis absent, please either call the school
at 966-8700 or send a note with him/her the
following day to explain the absence. We expect
children to attend each day unless they are sick. If
you need to take your child to the doctor or out for
vacation, PLEASE try to schedule these for days or
times when we are not in school. Your child misses a
lot of important instruction when he/she is not here
every day.

All children need to bring a backpack to school each
day so they have a safe way to carry their pap ers to
and from school.

Homework will not be accepted b efore Friday,
because students are expected to read and fill out
their Reading Log daily. Students will need to have
the following supplies at home for doing their
homework: pencils, erasers, crayons, markers,
scissors, and glue. You can buy these items at stores
like Big Lots, Dollar Tree, 99 ¢ Store, Office Depot,
Wal Mart, Staples, Target, or K Mart. Students also
need a quiet, well -lit place at home for them to read
and do their homework.

Students in the Oceanside Unified School District
are supposed to wear a uniform to school every day.
The uniform consists of navy blue pants (blue jeans
are okay), shorts, or skirts, and a white  or navy blue
shirt. Shirts should NOT have pictures or other
designs on them. Contact the school office for more
info rmation about uniforms.

All classes will also be visiting the  school library on a
regular basis. Stud ents will be able to check out
books to take home provided that they have returned

Some teachers send home order forms for books
that they can order from book clubs such as
Scholastic. These book clubs offer good books at
great prices and are an excellent way to add to your
home library. Children need to have their own books
to read and take care of at home. Many studies have
proven that students who read a lot and who have
been read to at home are better readers. These
book clubs can help you do this by offering
inexpensive books for purchase. You can send in cash
or a check when you order these books; books usually
arrive in tw o weeks after the order is sent in.
